Vocabulary:

Elements and Principle
Forced Perspective:  A technique that employs optical illusion to make an object appear farther away, closer, larger or smaller than it actually is in real life.
Objectives:

Students will be able to create perspectives which blend subjects
Students will be able to apply their knowledge of f/stop and shutter speed
Students will better understand forced perspective, and its use in composition.
Students will be able to alter space in a photo
Assignment: Students will create three photos of subjects blended together in forced perspective. 

Procedure:

-find a subject and compose a picture which uses unusual angles for capturing the background with the original subject
-upload photos to a folder labeled Forced Perspective 
-Go to FILE, open your original photo you took

-OPEN photoshop

-use the cropping tool to get close in on the picture if need be

-do self critique for each labeled pic, save in folder labeled fpcrits
